1.  CHAIRMAN’s REPORT ON THE ACTIVITIES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL FOR THE YEAR

The Chairman reported that it had been another busy year for Towednack Parish Council with many changes and new and exciting projects.  A major change had been the change of Clerk.  Margaret Taylor had decided to leave after nine years to pursue new business ventures.  Despite being worried about someone new taking over, new Clerk Fiona Drew had settled in well and was doing a good job updating Council regulations and keeping the Council on the straight and narrow.  The Chairman proposed a vote of thanks to the Clerk which was agreed unanimously.

The Parish Council has carried on with the Parish Landscape Plan which had been led by Mark Harandon and Jon Brookes.  Good inroads have been made and there has been great benefit working in partnership with Zennor on this.  The Chairman proposed a vote of thanks to Mark Harandon, agreed unanimously, for all he has done as Councillor and Vice-Chairman.  Sadly Mark has now stepped down to pursue other work interests but the Chairman said that he was delighted to be welcoming new Councillor Geoff Hollow when the AGM opened shortly.

The Chairman thanked Martin & Morvah Ward, Nick McCluskey & Judith Evans, and Colin & Annie Philip for all their hard work to ensure Nancledra had a proper Christmas tree with lights etc.  He also thanked Leslie Hollow for his quick thinking in getting the verges cut in late January to ensure a good show of daffodils throughout the village again.  

The Dark Skies Group has now formally become a group in its own right, separate from the Parish Councils. The Chairman reported that both he and Jon Brookes are heavily involved and regularly update both Towednack and Zennor Parish Councils.  He also continues as a board member for the Flood Forum.  As a Council we need to renew our Flood Warden team and ensure they are trained.  We hope to have a joint team with Zennor, as in an emergency this will increase the numbers available from four to eight should either Parish ever need them.  

The Fingerpost at Coldharbour Lane is in the process of being repaired and replaced for future generations.  Although expensive, it is a part of our heritage and a number of other local parishes are also doing the same such as Gulval, St Buryan and Zennor.  Sadly though we have had to draw a line under the Jacks Meadow project after advice from our MP as planning has now lapsed.  

The Parish Council has worked hard over the last year to maintain Byway 28 with access for all.    We are extremely pleased to be able to work closely with the farming community and are hoping that Geoff Hollow, as our new Councillor, will be able to bring more knowledge to the Council regarding the rural side of the Parish.  


The Chairman was pleased to report that patching work on Church Road has now been completed and that the Parish is also making inroads into getting a Defibrillator installed in the Phone Box in the near future, with funding from the Trustees of the Gilbert Hall.

We are looking forward to a new year ahead.  Cledry Meadow will have some more wild flower seeds planted this year and we hope to have a new gate with the new name plate and dog ban sign on it shortly.  As a Council we will endeavour to protect the Parish and enhance it for future generations.  

The Chairman finished by thanking Mary Shead, as Neighbourhood Watch Coordinator, and  the Police, namely PCSO Terry Webb and PC Darren Saint, for all the support they give the Parish Council with updates on local crimes.  He said he felt it was extremely important that we don’t lose contact with PC Darren Saint & PCSO Terry Webb, as otherwise they become a source that is remote and faceless.
